Final Project – Unit Scrapbook

Since we have covered Night by Elie Weisel, To Kill a Mockingbird by Harper Lee and The Odyssey by Homer, now is the time to pick a favorite out of those three and tell me about your favorite part/passage.
The scrapbook will be a minimum of TWO pages (2, front and back). You may use regular size paper (printer paper, construction paper, scrapbook paper) but NOT lined notebook paper.
*You will have time in class and some of my supplies to work on this; you may bring in your own stickers, glitter glue, images from the internet, etc.
THIS IS YOUR TIME TO BE CREATIVE!

Requirements: You’re creating just TWO pages front and back, I’m looking for it to be completely filled and have ALL the requirements, with the rubric, or you will not get the full amount of points.
Your pages must include:

· A favorite quote, you may use your phones or laptops for this part
· A moral/lesson learned from the book
· An interesting fact

· A theme from the novel

· SIX images or symbols from the story, they may be printed from the internet, etc.
· The main protagonists/characters are listed and explained
· TWO references to history from that time period or from the plot
· TWO facts about the author

· A journal entry as a character with at least THREE paragraphs

Your scrapbook should:
1. Be creative: your scrapbook should look authentic and be attractive to the reader. 

2. Include:
· Examples artifacts/souvenirs/mementos/photographs from Scout’s life with explanation of their importance in meaningful captions.
· At least one quote from the novel.
· A journal entry in a character’s point of view.
3. Be appropriate to the story and the presentation of your pages.
4. Demonstrate a thorough knowledge of the characters, novel, events, and their relationships.
5. Be well-written, consistently portraying the character's voice with accuracy, with appropriate grammar, and with correct spelling.

Scout: 6-8 years old
Odysseus: Young man to twenty years older

Journal entries are detailed and reflect the setting, time, plot, events that

occur in the novel.  They may also relate to the personality of the characters.

They are a minimum of THREE paragraphs.

Quotes used for journal, themes, favorite quotes, etc. are accurate and cited.

Journal is neatly put together and organized with all requirements and fits on

the pages without overlapping

Inferences made about the character’s life hit on highlights of adulthood – 

these may include (but are not limited to) graduation, university life, 

relationships, marriage, pregnancies and having children, etc.

TWO historical events are mentioned within the context of the story 

and are accurately presented/integrated into the scrapbook.

The novel is referenced – whether by incorporating other characters, relating 

back to their pasts, or drawing upon influential people/places/things in 

the story.

TWO facts are accurate and explained about the plot, author, and characters.

There are SIX images either from magazines, drawn, printed from the internet

that reflect the life of the character and the story the character is from; they may
be symbolic or representational of the story.
